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SECTION 1 - GENERAL INFORMATION

1.1
Summary Statement

1.1.1 The St. Mary’s Department of Social Services (SMCDSS or the Department) is issuing this Invitation for Bids (IFB) to provide After Hours Crisis Line coverage for St. Mary’s County, Maryland. These services are necessary in order to respond to calls from the St. Mary’s County Control Center, Maryland State Police, St. Mary’s County Sheriff’s Department, or other community agencies and individuals after normal SMCDSS working hours, including weekends, holidays and emergency closings. These calls deal with potential crisis situations, adults or children who are in need of protection, children or adults in foster and adoptive homes certified by the agency, or homeless person seeking shelter. In some instances, individuals in danger may have to be removed from their homes and placed in temporary safe alternative living situations.
1.1.2 It is the State’s intention to obtain services, as specified in this IFB, from a Contract between the selected Bidder and the State.  The anticipated duration of services to be provided under this Contract is two years beginning on or about December 1, 2016 to November 30, 2018.  See Section 1.4 for more information.
1.1.3 The Department intends to make a single award as a result of this IFB.  See IFB Section 1.15 for more information.  
1.1.4 A Bidder, either directly or through its subcontractor(s), must be able to provide all services and meet all of the requirements requested in this solicitation and the successful Bidder (the Contractor) shall remain responsible for Contract performance regardless of subcontractor participation in the work.  
1.2
Abbreviations and Definitions

For purposes of this IFB, the following abbreviations or terms have the meanings indicated below:  
1. Adult Protective Services - A social services program that assists vulnerable adults who are unable to provide for their basic living needs, access necessary professional services, or protect their own interests and are subject to abuse, neglect, exploitation, or self-neglect. Service provision is normally limited to six (6) months in which time risk is reduced.  Adult Protective Services makes every effort to stabilize the vulnerable adult in the adult’s own home within the community through community support services that reduce risk factors.


2. After-Hours Crisis Line (AHCL) Services - A specialized social service program for children or adults believed to be neglected or abused and for their parents or other adults having permanent or temporary care, custody, or parental responsibility, or to household or family members, to decrease the risk of continuing physical, sexual or mental abuse or neglect. Reports are received after normal business hours.
3.
Bid – A statement of price offered by a Bidder in response to an IFB.
4. Bidder – An entity that submits a Bid in response to this IFB.

5. Business Day(s) – The official working days of the week to include Monday through Friday.  Official working days exclude State Holidays (see definition of “Normal State Business Hours” below).
6. Case Worker - The local Department of Social Services’ agency case manager or social worker assigned to a client of the Agency.  The Case Worker is responsible for the development and implementation of a case plan to meet the client’s permanency goal.

7. Child Protective Services – A specialized social services program for children believed to be neglected or abused and for their parents or other adults having permanent or temporary care, custody, or parental responsibility, or to household or family members, to decrease the risk of continuing physical sexual or mental abuse or neglect.
8. Child Welfare – A continuum of services designed to ensure children are safe and families have necessary support for their children.
9. COMAR – Code of Maryland Regulations available on-line at www.dsd.state.md.us.

10. Contract – The Contract awarded to the successful Bidder pursuant to this IFB.  The Contract will be in the form of Attachment A.

11. Contract Commencement - The date the Contract is signed by the Department following any required approvals of the Contract, including approval by the Board of Public Works, if such approval is required.  See Section 1.4.
12. Contract Monitor (CM) – The State representative for this Contract who is primarily responsible for Contract administration functions, including issuing written direction, invoice approval, monitoring this Contract to ensure compliance with the terms and conditions of the Contract, monitoring MBE and VSBE compliance, and achieving completion of the Contract on budget, on time, and within scope.  The Contract Monitor may authorize in writing one or more State representatives to act on behalf of the Contract Monitor in the performance of the Contract Monitor’s responsibilities.
13. Contractor – The selected Bidder that is awarded a Contract by the State.

14. Department of Human Resources (DHR or Department)-  Maryland’s fourth largest state agency that serves families and individuals who, due to financial hardship, disability, age, chronic disease, or any other cause, need help in obtaining the basic necessities of food and shelter.  DHR directs State programs for homeless persons, migrant workers, victims of crime and women who are displaced, battered or assaulted, and administers federally funded programs such as Child Support, Family Investment, Food Supplement Program, and Medical Assistance.

15. eMM – eMaryland Marketplace (see IFB Section 1.8).

16. Go-Live Date – The date, as specified in the Notice to Proceed, when the Contractor must begin providing all services required by this solicitation.  See Section 1.4.
17. Invitation for Bids (IFB) – This Invitation for Bids solicitation issued by the SMCDSS, with the Solicitation Number and date of issuance indicated in the IFB Key Information Summary Sheet (near the beginning of the solicitation, after the Title Page and Notice to Vendors), including any addenda.
18.  Local Director – The head of the St. Mary’s County Department of Social Services.

19. Local Time – Time in the Eastern Time Zone as observed by the State of Maryland.  Unless otherwise specified, all stated times shall be Local Time, even if not expressly designated as such.

20. Maryland Annotated Code – This is the official codification of the statutory laws of Maryland. It refers to a variety of relevant information which may be appended to the text of a specific law. The Maryland Annotated Code can be accessed at www.lexisnexis.com, pursuant to Human Services Article, Title 3, Subtitle 2 of the Annotated Code of Maryland.

21. Minority Business Enterprise (MBE) – Any legal entity certified as defined at COMAR 21.01.02.01B(54) which is certified by the Maryland Department of Transportation under COMAR 21.11.03.

22. Normal State Business Hours - Normal State business hours are 8:00 a.m. – 5:00 p.m. Monday through Friday except State Holidays, which can be found at:  www.dbm.maryland.gov – keyword:  State Holidays.

23. Notice to Proceed (NTP) – A written notice from the Procurement Officer that, subject to the conditions of the Contract, work under the Contract is to begin as of a specified date.  The start date listed in the NTP is the Go-Live Date, and is the official start date of the Contract for the actual delivery of services as described in this solicitation.  After Contract Commencement, additional NTPs may be issued by either the Procurement Officer or the Department Contract Monitor regarding the start date for any service included within this solicitation with a delayed or non-specified implementation date.
24. Procurement Officer – Prior to the award of any Contract, the sole point of contact in the State for purposes of this solicitation.  After Contract award, the Procurement Officer has responsibilities as detailed in the Contract (Attachment A), including being the only State representative who can authorize changes to the Contract.  The Department may change the Procurement Officer at any time by written notice to the Contractor.
25. St. Mary’s County Control Center -  a multifaceted agency that is responsible 24/7 call taking and dispatching of emergency and routine communications for Sheriff, Maryland State Police, fire, EMS, and other critical county services.

26. St. Mary’s County Department of Social Services (SMCDSS or Agency)-  The local entity responsible for administering the social service and public assistance activities within St. Mary’s County, pursuant to Human Services Article, Title 3, Subtitle 2 of the Annotated Code of Maryland.

27. Safety Plan – A tool used to identify specific steps towards maintaining safety of a child as it applies to an identified danger (Attachment T).
28. State – The State of Maryland.

29. Total Bid Price - The Bidder’s total price for services in response to this solicitation, included in the Bid in Attachment F – Bid Form, and used in determining the recommended awardee (see IFB Section 1.15).

30. Veteran-owned Small Business Enterprise (VSBE) – a business that is verified by the Center for Verification and Evaluation (CVE) of the United States Department of Veterans Affairs as a veteran-owned small business. See Code of Maryland Regulations (COMAR) 21.11.13.

1.4.1
The Contract that results from this solicitation shall commence as of the date the Contract is signed by the Department following any required approvals of the Contract, including approval by the Board of Public Works, if such approval is required (“Contract Commencement”).
1.4.2
As of the Go-Live Date contained in a Notice to Proceed (see Section 1.2 definition), anticipated to be on or about December 1, 2016, the Contractor shall perform all activities required by the Contract, including the requirements of this solicitation, for the compensation described in its Bid.
1.4.3
The duration of the Contract will be for the period of time from Contract Commencement to the Go-Live Date (the Start-Up Period as described in Section 1.4.2) plus two years from the Go-Live Date for the provision of all services required by the Contract and the requirements of this solicitation.

The Contractor’s obligations to pay invoices to subcontractors that provided services during the Contract term, as well as the audit, confidentiality, document retention, and indemnification obligations of the Contract (see Attachment A) shall survive expiration or termination of the Contract and continue in effect until all such obligations are satisfied.

Questions will also be accepted subsequent to the Conference and should be submitted to the Procurement Officer via email in a timely manner prior to the Bid due date.  Questions are requested to be submitted at least five (5) days prior to the Bid due date.  The Procurement Officer, based on the availability of time to research and communicate an answer, shall decide whether an answer can be given before the Bid due date.  Time permitting, answers to all substantive questions that have not previously been answered, and are not clearly specific only to the requestor, will be distributed to all vendors that are known to have received a copy of the IFB in sufficient time for the answer to be taken into consideration in the Bid.

This Contract will be awarded in accordance with the Competitive Sealed Bidding method under COMAR 21.05.02.

Bids Due (Closing) Date and Time

Bids, in the number and form set forth in Section 4.4 “Required Bid Submissions,” must be received by the Procurement Officer at the Procurement Officer’s address and no later than the Bid Due date and time indicated in the IFB Key Information Summary Sheet (near the beginning of the solicitation, after the Title Page and Notice to Vendors) in order to be considered.
Requests for extension of this time or date will not be granted.  Bidders mailing Bids should allow sufficient mail delivery time to ensure timely receipt by the Procurement Officer.  Except as provided in COMAR 21.05.02.10, Bids received after the due date and time listed in this section will not be considered.

Bids may be modified or withdrawn by written notice received by the Procurement Officer before the time and date set for the opening.

1.13.2 Opening and Recording.  Bids and timely modifications to Bids shall be opened publicly, at the time, date and place designated in the IFB.  The name of each Bidder, the total Bid price, and such other information as is deemed appropriate shall be read aloud or otherwise made available.

Confidentiality of Bids 

The Bids shall be tabulated or a Bid abstract made. The opened Bids shall be available for public inspection at a reasonable time after Bid opening, but in any case before contract award, except to the extent the Bidder designates trade secrets or other proprietary data to be confidential as set forth in this solicitation.  Material so designated as confidential shall accompany the Bid and shall be readily separable from the Bid in order to facilitate public inspection of the non-confidential portion of the Bid, including the Total Bid Price.
For requests for information made under the Public Information Act (PIA), the Procurement Officer shall examine the Bids to determine the validity of any requests for nondisclosure of trade secrets and other proprietary data identified in writing.  Nondisclosure is permissible only if approved by the Office of the Attorney General.

If it becomes necessary to revise this IFB before the due date for Bids, the Department shall endeavor to provide addenda to all prospective Bidders that were sent this IFB or which are otherwise known by the Procurement Officer to have obtained this IFB. Bidder Responsibilities

The selected Bidder shall be responsible for rendering services for which it has been selected as required by this IFB.  All subcontractors shall be identified and a complete description of their role relative to the Bid shall be included in the Bidder’s Bid. SMCDSS has the responsibility of administering social services programs that protect the children, families, and citizens of St. Mary’s County.  These services must continue beyond the normal SMCDSS business day (8:00 a.m. to 5:00 p.m.), including weekends and legal State holidays and State closures.  As such, the successful Bidder will provide AHCL support in response to calls from the St. Mary’s County Control Center.  
The Control Center receives calls from the Maryland State Police, the St. Mary’s County Sheriff’s Department, or other community agencies and individuals outside of Normal State Business Hours.  The Control Center will obtain basic information from the initial caller and then contact the AHCL if a call involves one of the following: children who are alleged to be abused, at risk or neglected; adults who are in need of protection; children or adults in foster and adoptive homes certified by the SMCDSS and homeless people seeking shelter.  The AHCL then performs follow up actions.  In some circumstances, AHCL staff may need to conduct field investigations in order to insure the safety of the individual in danger or to collect additional information regarding a call or situation.  During the period of June 1, 2015 to May 31, 2016, SMCDSS’s existing crisis line responded to 312 calls, of which 292 were handled over the phone, and 20 calls were handled in the field. The total hours of coverage for this period were 6,531. 3.2
Scope of Work - Requirements

3.2.1 
GENERAL REQUIREMENTS

The Contractor shall:

A. Have an office located either in St. Mary’s County or within 30 miles of St. Mary’s County Department of Social Services, 23110 Leonard Hall Dr, Leonardtown, MD in order to respond within 30 minutes to any potential crisis and be knowledgeable of local resources that may be needed in performance of crisis/placement efforts.

B. Provide equipment such as cell phones, transportation, and child safety seats at its own expense.

C. Provide a phone line to accept AHCL calls during the following hours:

1. Monday through Friday, each day from 5:00 p.m. to 8:00 a.m.  = 60 hours per week

a. This coverage is required for State Holidays and closures (for inclement weather, emergencies, etc.).
2. Weekends - 5:00 p.m. Friday afternoon to 8:00 a.m. Monday morning = 63 hours per week.
3. State Holidays –8:00 a.m. to 5:00 p.m.  

a. A list of State Holidays can be found at http://dbm.maryland.gov/employees/Pages/StateHolidays2016.aspx.

D. The Contractor shall provide coverage for occasional events when the SMCDSS is closed for all -staff events.  One to two times a year it may be necessary for the SMCDSS to close during Normal State Business Hours for events such as all-staff meetings or an all-staff retreat day.  The Contractor will be notified, at a minimum, two weeks in advance in those instances. 

E. Provide a sufficient number qualified staff to be on call and available at the times specified in Section 3.2.1 (C).  At times, staffers may need to conduct field investigations.  The Contractor shall ensure that it has enough staff to respond to incoming calls while a field investigation is occurring. 
F. Ensure each staffer it assigns to work under the Contract has:

1. Completed mandated pre-service training and passed a competency test in accordance with Human Services Article, § 4-301 of the Annotated Code of Maryland (Attachment P). 

a. The staffers may complete the training after Contract award, but prior to providing AHCL services.  In this case, SMCDSS will:

i.  Arrange for up to four of the Contractor’s staff to attend the pre-service training and take the competency test; 
ii. Provide AHCL services during this period (approx. six (6) weeks); and

iii. Pay the Contractor during this period in accordance with Section 3.6.2.      
2. A bachelor’s degree from an accredited college or university in an appropriate behavioral science such as: child development, sociology, social work, psychology, counseling, criminology, juvenile justice, human growth and development, human services, mental health or human resources management that includes at least thirty (30) credit hours in human services or human development.

3. At least one year experience in providing  human services which includes at least six (6) months experience handling human service crisis situations (such as reports of child abuse or neglect, a homeless individual being discharged from a hospital, etc.). 
G. Respond to all calls from the Control Center during the operating hours listed in 3.2.1(C).  Responding to a crisis call will include:  
1. receiving calls; 
2. determining the necessary action required to resolve the crisis (this will include deciding whether the potential problem can be resolved over the telephone or via communications with other involved agencies or individuals, or conducting  a field investigation); and 
3. following through with the required action.  

H. If necessary, make additional calls to the person in danger or the complainant (the St. Mary’s County Sheriff’s Department, the Maryland State Police, or community agencies) to determine whether immediate action is required.   The Contractor’s staff shall be prepared to respond to the location of the person in danger, with assistance from law enforcement personnel, if appropriate.
I. No later than 30 minutes following notification from the Control Center, contact the initial complainant to collect additional information and begin resolving the issue.  

J. Receive calls/contacts from SMCDSS Case Workers regarding on-going cases that may require follow-up action or clarification during AHCL hours. Historically, this has occurred about three times per year.
K. Ensure its staff keeps in contact with the assigned, on-call SMCDSS supervisor to share and discuss situations involving the safety of a child or family which cannot be resolved over the phone (for example, any field investigation or the filing of a missing persons report due to a runaway foster child). SMCDSS will provide a calendar of supervisors on call 10 calendar days prior to the start of each month. 
L. Record all information for Adult Protective Services or Child Protective Services calls, regardless of the required response, on the appropriate intake form (either the Adult Protective Services Intake Record (Attachment Q) or the Child Protective Services Intake Form (Attachment R)). 

M. Hand deliver or fax each Adult Protective Services or Child Protective Services intake form to the Contract Monitor by 9:00 a.m. on the next Business Day.
N. Have the prerogative of requesting escort or assistance from one of the local law enforcement agencies when a crisis call indicates: 1) there is a question of worker safety; 2) a child will need placement; 3) there is possible criminal assault or abuse; or 4) there are unsafe conditions of another nature.
O. Complete a Safety Assessment (see Attachment S- SAFE-C) in the event a Child Protective Services or other Child Welfare case requires a response in the field to assess the safety of child (ren).  The Contractor shall submit the SAFE-C to the Contract Monitor, via fax or hand delivery, by 9:00 a.m. on the next Business Day following its completion.      

a. If the outcome of the SAFE- C determines that the child (ren) are conditionally safe, the Contractor’s employee shall develop a Safety Plan (Attachment T) with the caregiver. The Safety Plan is presented verbally over the phone to the SMCDSS on-call supervisor for approval. If approved, the Safety Plan is discussed with the caregivers and the signature of the caregiver is obtained on the document along with employee’s signature.
i. The Safety Plan is due to the Contract Monitor, via fax or hand delivery, by 9:00 a.m. on the next Business Day following its completion.

P. In the event a child or adult needs to be removed from their home, notify the individual’s family members. Alternate placement possibilities (i.e. relatives, friends, foster homes, shelters etc.), the appropriateness of alternate placement, and transportation of the person to such placement shall be considered. Placement possibilities shall be presented verbally over the phone with the SMCDSS on-call supervisor for approval.
Verbal supervisor approval shall be documented on the Safety Assessment (Attachment S) in section VII and on the Safety Plan (Attachment T) in section T.
Q. Explore all possible resources to assist a homeless person or their family if immediate action is needed in a homeless situation. The Contractor shall assist the person in obtaining resources, make arrangements for placement at a shelter or in a motel (if no other resources are available), and may make arrangements for food at a restaurant or grocery store with various community resources, such as Three Oaks Shelter, Catholic Community Services, or Helping Hands.  The Contract Monitor (see IFB page vii) will be available 24 hours a day to provide consultation with the Contractor regarding this type of assistance.  The Contractor shall complete a written report, which details how the Contractor resolved (or attempted to resolve) the crisis situation, hand deliver or fax the report the Contract Monitor by 9:00 a.m. on the next Business Day.

T. The State IT Security Policy may be revised from time to time.  The Contractor and all subcontractors shall comply with all such revisions.  Updated and revised versions of the State IT Policy and Standards are available online at: www.doit.maryland.gov – keyword:  Security Policy.  

3.3.3.1
Information Security Requirements  

To ensure appropriate data protection safeguards are in place, the Contractor and any relevant subcontractor(s) shall at a minimum implement and maintain the following information technology controls at all times throughout the life of the Contract.  The Contractor and any relevant subcontractor(s) may augment this list with additional information technology controls.

(a) Establish separate production, test, and training environments for systems supporting the services provided under this Contract and ensure that production data is not replicated in the test and/or training environment unless it has been previously anonymized or otherwise modified to protect the confidentiality of Sensitive Data elements.

(b) Apply hardware and software hardening procedures as recommended by the manufacturer to reduce the Contractor/subcontractor’s systems’ surface of vulnerability.  The purpose of system hardening procedures is to eliminate as many security risks as possible.  These procedures may include but are not limited to removal of unnecessary software, disabling or removing of unnecessary services, the removal of unnecessary usernames or logins, and the deactivation of unneeded features in the Contractor/subcontractor’s system configuration files.

(c) Establish policies and procedures to implement and maintain mechanisms for regular internal vulnerability testing of operating system, application, and network devices supporting the services provided under this Contract.  Such testing is intended to identify outdated software versions; missing software patches; device or software misconfigurations; and to validate compliance with or deviations from the Contractor’s and/or subcontractor’s security policy.   The Contractor and any relevant subcontractor(s) shall evaluate all identified vulnerabilities for potential adverse effect on the system’s security and/or integrity and remediate the vulnerability promptly or document why remediation action is unnecessary or unsuitable.  The Department shall have the right to inspect these policies and procedures and the performance of vulnerability testing to confirm the effectiveness of these measures for the services being provided under this Contract.

(d) Where website hosting or Internet access is the service provided or part of the service provided, the Contractor and any relevant subcontractor(s) shall conduct regular external vulnerability testing.  External vulnerability testing is an assessment designed to examine the Contractor’s and subcontractor’s security profile from the Internet without benefit of access to internal systems and networks behind the external security perimeter.   The Contractor and any relevant subcontractor(s) shall evaluate all identified vulnerabilities on Internet-facing devices for potential adverse effect on the system’s security and/or integrity and remediate the vulnerability promptly or document why remediation action is unnecessary or unsuitable.  The Department shall have the right to inspect these policies and procedures and the performance of vulnerability testing to confirm the effectiveness of these measures for the services being provided under this Contract.

(e) Ensure that anti-virus and anti-malware software is installed and maintained on all systems supporting the services provided under this Contract; that the anti-virus and anti-malware software is automatically updated; and that the software is configured to actively scan and detect threats to the system for remediation. 

(f) Enforce strong user authentication and password control measures over the Contractor/subcontractor’s systems supporting the services provided under this Contract to minimize the opportunity for unauthorized system access through compromise of the user access controls.  At a minimum, the implemented measures should be consistent with the most current State of Maryland Department of Information Technology’s Information Security Policy (http://doit.maryland.gov/support/Pages/SecurityPolicies.aspx), including specific requirements for password length, complexity, history, and account lockout. 

(g) Ensure State data under this service is not processed, transferred, or stored outside of the United States.   

(h) Ensure that State data is not comingled with the Contractor’s and subcontractor’s other clients’ data through the proper application of data compartmentalization security measures.  This includes but is not limited to classifying data elements and controlling access to those elements based on the classification and the user’s access or security level.  

(i) Apply data encryption to protect State data, especially Sensitive Data, from improper disclosure or alteration.  Data encryption should be applied to State data in transit over networks and, where possible, State data at rest within the system, as well as to State data when archived for backup purposes.  Encryption algorithms which are utilized for this purpose must comply with current Federal Information Processing Standards (FIPS), “Security Requirements for Cryptographic Modules”, FIPS PUB 140-2.

(j) Enable appropriate logging parameters on systems supporting services provided under this Contract to monitor user access activities, authorized and failed access attempts, system exceptions, and critical information security events as recommended by the operating system and application manufacturers as well as information security standards including the current State of Maryland Department of Information Security Policy:  http://doit.maryland.gov/support/Pages/SecurityPolicies.aspx
(k) Retain the aforementioned logs and review them at least daily to identify suspicious or questionable activity for investigation and documentation as to their cause and perform remediation, if required.  The Department shall have the right to inspect these policies and procedures and the Contractor or subcontractor’s performance to confirm the effectiveness of these measures for the services being provided under this Contract.

(l) Ensure system and network environments are separated by properly configured and updated firewalls to preserve the protection and isolation of Sensitive Data from unauthorized access as well as the separation of production and non-production environments.  

(m) Restrict network connections between trusted and untrusted networks by physically and/or logically isolating systems supporting the services being provided under the Contract from unsolicited and unauthenticated network traffic.

(n) Review at regular intervals the aforementioned network connections, documenting and confirming the business justification for the use of all service, protocols, and ports allowed, including the rationale or compensating controls implemented for those protocols considered insecure but necessary.

(o) Ensure that the Contractor’s and any subcontractor’s personnel shall not connect any of their own equipment to a State LAN/WAN without prior written approval by the State.  The Contractor/subcontractor shall complete any necessary paperwork as directed and coordinated with the Contract Monitor to obtain approval by the State to connect Contractor/subcontractor-owned equipment to a State LAN/WAN.

3.3.3.2
 Contingency / Disaster Recovery Plans

(a) The Contractor and any relevant subcontractor(s) shall have robust contingency and disaster recovery plans in place to ensure that the services provided under this Contract will be maintained in the event of disruption  to the Contractor/subcontractor’s operations (including, but not limited to, disruption to information technology systems), however caused.  
(b) The contingency and disaster recovery plans must be designed to ensure that services under this Contract are restored after a disruption within forty-eight (48) hours in order to avoid unacceptable consequences due to the unavailability of services. 

(c) The Contractor and any relevant subcontractor(s) shall test the contingency/disaster recovery plans at least twice annually to identify any changes that need to be made to the plan(s) to ensure a minimum interruption of service.  Coordination shall be made with the State to ensure limited system downtime when testing is conducted.  At least one annual test shall include backup media restoration and failover / fallback operations.
(d) Such contingency and disaster recovery plans shall be available for the Department to inspect and to practically test at any reasonable time, and shall be subject to regular updating, revision, and testing throughout the term of the Contract.

3.3.3.3
Incident Response Requirement
(a) The Contractor shall notify the Contract Monitor when any Contractor and/or subcontractor system that may access, process, or store State data or work product is subject to unintended access or attack.  Unintended access or attack includes compromise by computer malware, malicious search engine, credential compromise or access by an individual or automated program due to a failure to secure a system or adhere to established security procedures.

(b) The Contractor shall notify the Contract Monitor within one (1) Business Day of the discovery of the unintended access or attack by providing notice via written or electronic correspondence to the Contract Monitor and Procurement Officer.

(c) The Contractor shall notify the Contract Monitor within two (2) hours if there is a threat to the Contractor and/or subcontractor's systems as it pertains to the use, disclosure, and security of the Department’s Sensitive Data.

(d) If an unauthorized use or disclosure of any Sensitive Data occurs, the Contractor must provide written notice to the Contract Monitor within one (1) Business Day after the Contractor's discovery of such use or disclosure and, thereafter, all information the State requests concerning such unauthorized use or disclosure.

(e) The Contractor, within one (1) Business Day of discovery, shall report to the Contract Monitor any improper or non-authorized use or disclosure of Sensitive Data. The Contractor's report shall identify:

1. the nature of the unauthorized use or disclosure;

2. the Sensitive Data used or disclosed;

3. who made the unauthorized use or received the unauthorized disclosure;

4. what the Contractor has done or shall do to mitigate any deleterious effect of the unauthorized use or disclosure; and:

5. what corrective action the Contractor has taken or shall take to prevent future similar unauthorized use or disclosure.

6. the Contractor shall provide such other information, including a written report, as reasonably requested by the State.

(f) The Contractor shall comply with all applicable laws that require the notification of individuals in the event of unauthorized release of PII or other event requiring notification.  In the event of a breach of any of the Contractor's security obligations or other event requiring notification under applicable law, the Contractor agrees to assume responsibility for informing all such individuals in accordance with applicable law and to indemnify, hold harmless and defend the State and its officials and employees from and against any claims, damages, or other harm related to such security obligation breach or other event requiring the notification.

(g) This Section 3.3.3.3 shall survive expiration or termination of the Contract.

3.4
Insurance Requirements

3.4.1
The Contractor shall maintain Commercial General Liability Insurance to cover losses resulting from, or arising out of, Contractor action or inaction in the performance of the Contract by the Contractor, its agents, servants, employees, or subcontractors, with a minimum of $1,000,000 per occurrence and $3,000,000 aggregate.  
3.4.2
The Contractor shall maintain Errors and Omissions/Professional Liability insurance with a minimum limit of $1,000,000 per claim and $3,000,000 aggregate.
3.4.3
The Contractor shall maintain Automobile insurance with Liability, Collision, and PIP limits no less than those required by the State where the vehicle(s) is registered, but in no case less than those required by the State of Maryland.

3.4.4
Within five (5) Business Days of recommendation for Contract award, and before any work begins, the Contractor shall provide the Procurement Officer with current certificates of insurance, and shall update such certificates periodically, but no less than annually in multi-year contracts, as directed by the Contract Monitor.  Such copy of the Contractor’s current certificate of insurance shall contain at minimum the following:

Workers’ Compensation – The Contractor shall maintain such insurance as necessary and/or as required under Workers’ Compensation Acts, the Longshore and Harbor Workers’ Compensation Act, and the Federal Employers’ Liability Act.

3.4.5
The “State of Maryland, its officers, employees and agents” shall be listed as an additional insured on any Commercial General Liability, Auto Liability, Professional/Cyber Liability, and excess liability or umbrella policies with the exception of Worker’s Compensation Insurance, which is currently handled by the Chesapeake Employer’s Insurance Company (formerly Injured Worker’s Insurance Fund).  All insurance policies shall be endorsed to include a clause that requires that the insurance carrier provide the Contract Monitor, by certified mail, not less than 30 days’ advance notice of any non-renewal, cancellation, or expiration.  In the event the Contract Monitor receives a notice of non-renewal, the Contractor shall provide the Contract Monitor with an insurance policy from another carrier at least 15 days prior to the expiration of the insurance policy then in effect.  All insurance policies shall be with a company licensed by the State to do business and to provide such policies.

3.4.6
The Contractor shall require that any subcontractors providing primary services (as opposed to non-critical, ancillary services) under this Contract obtain and maintain the same levels of insurance and shall provide the Contract Monitor with the same documentation as is required of the Contractor.

3.5
Problem Escalation Procedure

3.5.1  
The Contractor must provide and maintain a Problem Escalation Procedure (PEP) for both routine and emergency situations. The PEP must state how the Contractor will address problem situations as they occur during the performance of the Contract, especially problems that are not resolved to the satisfaction of the State within appropriate timeframes.  

The Contractor shall provide contact information to the Contract Monitor, as well as to other State personnel, as directed should the Contract Monitor not be available.

3.5.2 
The Contractor must provide the PEP no later than ten (10) Business Days after Contract Commencement.  The PEP, including any revisions thereto, must also be provided within ten (10) Business Days after the start of each Contract year and within ten (10) Business Days after any change in circumstance which changes the PEP.  The PEP shall detail how problems with work under the Contract will be escalated in order to resolve any issues in a timely manner.  The PEP shall include:

· The process for establishing the existence of a problem;

· Names, titles, and contact information for progressively higher levels of personnel in the Contractor’s organization who would become involved in resolving a problem;

· For each individual listed in the Contractor’s PEP, the maximum amount of time a problem will remain unresolved  with that individual before the problem escalates to the next contact person listed in the Contractor’s PEP;

· Expedited escalation procedures and any circumstances that would trigger expedited escalation procedures;

· The method of providing feedback on resolution progress, including the frequency of feedback to be provided to the State;

· Contact information for persons responsible for resolving issues after normal business hours (e.g., evenings, weekends, holidays, etc.) and on an emergency basis; and

· A process for updating and notifying the Contract Monitor of any changes to the PEP.

Nothing in this section shall be construed to limit any rights of the Contract Monitor or the State which may be allowed by the Contract or applicable law.

Although Maryland law does not generally authorize procuring units to favor resident Bidders in awarding procurement contracts, many other states do grant their resident businesses preferences over Maryland contractors.  Therefore, COMAR 21.05.01.04 permits procuring units to apply a reciprocal preference in favor of a Maryland resident business under the following conditions:

In consideration of the promises and the covenants herein contained, the adequacy and sufficiency of which is duly acknowledged by the parties, the parties agree as follows:

2.
Scope of Contract

2.1
The Contractor shall provide deliverables, programs, goods, and services specific to the Contract for providing after hours crisis line services awarded in accordance with Exhibits A-C listed in this section and incorporated as part of this Contract.  If there is any conflict between this Contract and the Exhibits, the terms of the Contract shall govern.  If there is any conflict among the Exhibits, the following order of precedence shall determine the prevailing provision:

Exhibit A – The IFB 

Exhibit B – State Contract Affidavit, executed by the Contractor and dated (date of Attachment C)
Exhibit C – The Bid

2.2
The Procurement Officer may, at any time, by written order, make changes in the work within the general scope of the Contract or the IFB.  No other order, statement, or conduct of the Procurement Officer or any other person shall be treated as a change or entitle the Contractor to an equitable adjustment under this section.  Except as otherwise provided in this Contract, if any change under this section causes an increase or decrease in the Contractor’s cost of, or the time required for, the performance of any part of the work, whether or not changed by the order, an equitable adjustment in the Contract price shall be made and the Contract modified in writing accordingly.  The Contractor must assert in writing its right to an adjustment under this section within thirty (30) days of receipt of written change order and shall include a written statement setting forth the nature and cost of such claim.  No claim by the Contractor shall be allowed if asserted after final payment under this Contract.  Failure to agree to an adjustment under this section shall be a dispute under the Disputes clause.  Nothing in this section shall excuse the Contractor from proceeding with the Contract as changed.

Audit, confidentiality, document retention, and indemnification obligations under this Contract shall survive expiration or termination of the Contract.

Consideration and Payment

4.1
In consideration of the satisfactory performance of the work set forth in this Contract, the Department shall pay the Contractor in accordance with the terms of this Contract and at the prices quoted in the Financial Proposal.  Unless properly modified (see above Section 2.3), payment to the Contractor pursuant to this Contract, including the base term and any option exercised by the State, shall not exceed $ (enter NTE amount).

Payments to the Contractor shall be made no later than thirty (30) days after the Department’s receipt of a proper invoice for services provided by the Contractor, acceptance by the Department of services provided by the Contractor, and pursuant to the conditions outlined in Section 4 of this Contract. The State shall have the right to use the same without restriction and without compensation to the Contractor other than that specifically provided by this Contract.

The Contractor agrees that at all times during the term of this Contract and thereafter, works created as a deliverable under this Contract, and services performed under this Contract shall be “works made for hire” as that term is interpreted under U.S. copyright law.  To the extent that any products created as a deliverable under this Contract are not works made for hire for the State, the Contractor hereby relinquishes, transfers, and assigns to the State all of its rights, title, and interest (including all intellectual property rights) to all such products created under this Contract, and will cooperate reasonably with the State in effectuating and registering any necessary assignments.

The Contractor shall report to the Contract Monitor, promptly and in written detail, each notice or claim of copyright infringement received by the Contractor with respect to all data delivered under this Contract.

Exclusive Use

6.1
The State shall have the exclusive right to use, duplicate, and disclose any data, information, documents, records, or results, in whole or in part, in any manner for any purpose whatsoever, that may be created or generated by the Contractor in connection with this Contract.  If any material, including software, is capable of being copyrighted, the State shall be the copyright owner and Contractor may copyright material connected with this project only with the express written approval of the State.

Except as may otherwise be set forth in this Contract, Contractor shall not use, sell, sub-lease, assign, give, or otherwise transfer to any third party any other information or material provided to Contractor by the Department or developed by Contractor relating to the Contract, except that Contractor may provide said information to any of its officers, employees and subcontractors who Contractor requires to have said information for fulfillment of Contractor's obligations hereunder. Each officer, employee and/or subcontractor to whom any of the Department’s confidential information is to be disclosed shall be advised by Contractor of and bound by confidentiality and intellectual property terms substantively equivalent to those of this Contract.

7.
Patents, Copyrights, and Intellectual Property

7.1
If the Contractor furnishes any design, device, material, process, or other item, which is covered by a patent, trademark or service mark, or copyright or which is proprietary to, or a trade secret of, another, the Contractor shall obtain the necessary permission or license to permit the State to use such item or items.

7.2
The Contractor will defend or settle, at its own expense, any claim or suit against the State alleging that any such item furnished by the Contractor infringes any patent, trademark, service mark, copyright, or trade secret.  If a third party claims that a product infringes that party’s patent, trademark, service mark, trade secret, or copyright, the Contractor will defend the State against that claim at Contractor’s expense and will pay all damages, costs, and attorneys’ fees that a court finally awards, provided the State:  (a) promptly notifies the Contractor in writing of the claim; and (b) allows Contractor to control and cooperates with Contractor in, the defense and any related settlement negotiations. The obligations of this paragraph are in addition to those stated in Section 7.3 below.

Each party shall, however, be permitted to disclose relevant confidential information to its officers, agents, and employees to the extent that such disclosure is necessary for the performance of their duties under this Contract, provided that the data may be collected, used, disclosed, stored, and disseminated only as provided by and consistent with the law.  The provisions of this section shall not apply to information that:  (a) is lawfully in the public domain; (b) has been independently developed by the other party without violation of this Contract; (c) was already in the possession of such party; (d) was supplied to such party by a third party lawfully in possession thereof and legally permitted to further disclose the information; or (e) which such party is required to disclose by law.

Loss of Data

In the event of loss of any State data or records where such loss is due to the intentional act or omission or negligence of the Contractor or any of its subcontractors or agents, the Contractor shall be responsible for recreating such lost data in the manner and on the schedule set by the Contract Monitor.  The Contractor shall ensure that all data is backed up and recoverable by the Contractor.  Contractor shall use its best efforts to assure that at no time shall any actions undertaken by the Contractor under this Contract (or any failures to act when Contractor has a duty to act) damage or create any vulnerabilities in data bases, systems, platforms, and/or applications with which the Contractor is working hereunder.

Indemnification

10.1
The Contractor shall hold harmless and indemnify the State from and against any and all losses, damages, claims, suits, actions, liabilities, and/or expenses, including, without limitation, attorneys’ fees and disbursements of any character that arise from, are in connection with or are attributable to the performance or nonperformance of the Contractor or its subcontractors under this Contract.

10.2
This indemnification clause shall not be construed to mean that the Contractor shall indemnify the State against liability for any losses, damages, claims, suits, actions, liabilities, and/or expenses that are attributable to the sole negligence of the State or the State’s employees.

10.3
The State has no obligation to provide legal counsel or defense to the Contractor or its subcontractors in the event that a suit, claim, or action of any character is brought by any person not party to this Contract against the Contractor or its subcontractors as a result of or relating to the Contractor’s performance under this Contract.

10.4
The State has no obligation for the payment of any judgments or the settlement of any claims against the Contractor or its subcontractors as a result of or relating to the Contractor’s performance under this Contract.

10.5
The Contractor shall immediately notify the Procurement Officer of any claim or suit made or filed against the Contractor or its subcontractors regarding any matter resulting from, or relating to, the Contractor’s obligations under the Contract, and will cooperate, assist, and consult with the State in the defense or investigation of any claim, suit, or action made or filed against the State as a result of, or relating to, the Contractor’s performance under this Contract.

10.6
This Section 10 shall survive termination of this Contract.

11.
Non-Hiring of Employees

No official or employee of the State, as defined under Md. Code Ann., General Provisions Article, § 5-101, whose duties as such official or employee include matters relating to or affecting the subject matter of this Contract, shall, during the pendency and term of this Contract and while serving as an official or employee of the State, become or be an employee of the Contractor or any entity that is a subcontractor on this Contract.

12.
Disputes

This Contract shall be subject to the provisions of Md. Code Ann., State Finance and Procurement Article, Title 15, Subtitle 2, and COMAR 21.10 (Administrative and Civil Remedies).  Pending resolution of a claim, the Contractor shall proceed diligently with the performance of the Contract in accordance with the Procurement Officer’s decision.  Unless a lesser period is provided by applicable statute, regulation, or the Contract, the Contractor must file a written notice of claim with the Procurement Officer within thirty (30) days after the basis for the claim is known or should have been known, whichever is earlier.  Contemporaneously with or within thirty (30) days of the filing of a notice of claim, but no later than the date of final payment under the Contract, the Contractor must submit to the Procurement Officer its written claim containing the information specified in COMAR 21.10.04.02.

Maryland Law

13.1
This Contract shall be construed, interpreted, and enforced according to the laws of the State of Maryland.

13.2
The Maryland Uniform Computer Information Transactions Act (Commercial Law Article, Title 22 of the Annotated Code of Maryland), does not apply to this Contract or to any purchase order or Notice to Proceed issued under this Contract, or any software, or any software license required hereunder.
13.3
Any and all references to the Maryland Code, Annotated contained in this Contract shall be construed to refer to such Code sections as are from time to time amended.

14.
Nondiscrimination in Employment

The Contractor agrees: (a) not to discriminate in any manner against an employee or applicant for employment because of race, color, religion, creed, age, sex, sexual orientation, gender identification, marital status, national origin, ancestry, genetic information, or any otherwise unlawful use of characteristics, or disability of a qualified individual with a disability unrelated in nature and extent so as to reasonably preclude the performance of the employment, or the individual’s refusal to submit to a genetic test or make available the results of a genetic test; (b) to include a provision similar to that contained in subsection (a), above, in any underlying subcontract except a subcontract for standard commercial supplies or raw materials; and (c) to post and to cause subcontractors to post in conspicuous places available to employees and applicants for employment, notices setting forth the substance of this clause.
15. 
Contingent Fee Prohibition

The Contractor warrants that it has not employed or retained any person, partnership, corporation, or other entity, other than a bona fide employee, bona fide agent, bona fide salesperson, or commercial selling agency working for the business, to solicit or secure the Contract, and that the business has not paid or agreed to pay any person, partnership, corporation, or other entity, other than a bona fide employee, bona fide agent, bona fide salesperson, or commercial selling agency, any fee or any other consideration contingent on the making of this Contract.  

16.
Non-availability of Funding

If the General Assembly fails to appropriate funds or if funds are not otherwise made available for continued performance for any fiscal period of this Contract succeeding the first fiscal period, this Contract shall be canceled automatically as of the beginning of the fiscal year for which funds were not appropriated or otherwise made available; provided, however, that this will not affect either the State’s rights or the Contractor’s rights under any termination clause in this Contract.  The effect of termination of the Contract hereunder will be to discharge both the Contractor and the State from future performance of the Contract, but not from their rights and obligations existing at the time of termination.  The Contractor shall be reimbursed for the reasonable value of any nonrecurring costs incurred but not amortized in the price of the Contract.  The State shall notify the Contractor as soon as it has knowledge that funds may not be available for the continuation of this Contract for each succeeding fiscal period beyond the first.

17.
Termination for Cause

If the Contractor fails to fulfill its obligations under this Contract properly and on time, or otherwise violates any provision of the Contract, the State may terminate the Contract by written notice to the Contractor.  The notice shall specify the acts or omissions relied upon as cause for termination.  All finished or unfinished work provided by the Contractor shall, at the State’s option, become the State’s property.  The State shall pay the Contractor fair and equitable compensation for satisfactory performance prior to receipt of notice of termination, less the amount of damages caused by the Contractor’s breach.  If the damages are more than the compensation payable to the Contractor, the Contractor will remain liable after termination and the State can affirmatively collect damages.  Termination hereunder, including the termination of the rights and obligations of the parties, shall be governed by the provisions of COMAR 21.07.01.11B.

Termination for Convenience

The performance of work under this Contract may be terminated by the State in accordance with this clause in whole, or from time to time in part, whenever the State shall determine that such termination is in the best interest of the State.  The State will pay all reasonable costs associated with this Contract that the Contractor has incurred up to the date of termination, and all reasonable costs associated with termination of the Contract; provided, however, the Contractor shall not be reimbursed for any anticipatory profits that have not been earned up to the date of termination.  Termination hereunder, including the determination of the rights and obligations of the parties, shall be governed by the provisions of COMAR 21.07.01.12A(2).

19.
Delays and Extensions of Time

The Contractor agrees to prosecute the work continuously and diligently and no charges or claims for damages shall be made by it for any delays, interruptions, interferences, or hindrances from any cause whatsoever during the progress of any portion of the work specified in this Contract. 

Time extensions will be granted only for excusable delays that arise from unforeseeable causes beyond the control and without the fault or negligence of the Contractor, including but not restricted to, acts of God, acts of the public enemy, acts of the State in either its sovereign or contractual capacity, acts of another Contractor in the performance of a contract with the State, fires, floods, epidemics, quarantine restrictions, strikes, freight embargoes, or delays of subcontractors or suppliers arising from unforeseeable causes beyond the control and without the fault or negligence of either the Contractor or the subcontractors or suppliers.

20.
Suspension of Work

The State unilaterally may order the Contractor in writing to suspend, delay, or interrupt all or any part of its performance for such period of time as the Procurement Officer may determine to be appropriate for the convenience of the State.

21. 
Pre-Existing Regulations

In accordance with the provisions of Md. Code Ann., State Finance and Procurement Article, § 11-206, the regulations set forth in Title 21 of the Code of Maryland Regulations (COMAR 21) in effect on the date of execution of this Contract are applicable to this Contract.

22. 
Financial Disclosure

The Contractor shall comply with the provisions of Md. Code Ann., State Finance and Procurement Article, § 13-221, which requires that every person that enters into contracts, leases, or other agreements with the State or its agencies during a calendar year under which the business is to receive in the aggregate, $100,000 or more, shall within thirty (30) days of the time when the aggregate value of these contracts, leases or other agreements reaches $100,000, file with the Secretary of the State certain specified information to include disclosure of beneficial ownership of the business.

Political Contribution Disclosure

The Contractor shall comply with Md. Code Ann., Election Law Article, Title 14, which requires that every person that enters into a contract for a procurement with the State, a county, or a municipal corporation, or other political subdivision of the State, during a calendar year in which the person receives a contract with a governmental entity in the amount of $200,000 or more, shall, file with the State Board of Elections statements disclosing: (a) any contributions made during the reporting period to a candidate for elective office in any primary or general election; and (b) the name of each candidate to whom one or more contributions in a cumulative amount of $500 or more were made during the reporting period. Documents Retention and Inspection Clause

The Contractor and subcontractors shall retain and maintain all records and documents relating to this Contract for a period of five (5) years after final payment by the State hereunder or any applicable statute of limitations or federal retention requirements (such as HIPAA), whichever is longer, and shall make them available for inspection and audit by authorized representatives of the State, including the Procurement Officer or designee, at all reasonable times.  All records related in any way to the Contract are to be retained for the entire time provided under this section.  In the event of any audit, the Contractor shall provide assistance to the State, without additional compensation, to identify, investigate, and reconcile any audit discrepancies and/or variances.  This Section 24 shall survive expiration or termination of the Contract.
25.
Right to Audit

25.1 The State reserves the right, at its sole discretion and at any time, to perform an audit of the Contractor’s and/or subcontractor’s performance under this Contract.  An audit is defined as a planned and documented independent activity performed by qualified personnel including but not limited to State and federal auditors, to determine by investigation, examination, or evaluation of objective evidence from data, statements, records, operations and performance practices (financial or otherwise) the Contractor’s compliance with the Contract, including but not limited to adequacy and compliance with established procedures and internal controls over the Contract services being performed for the State.

ATTACHMENT G – LIVING WAGE REQUIREMENTS FOR SERVICE CONTRACTS

Living Wage Requirements for Service Contracts

A.
This contract is subject to the Living Wage requirements under Md. Code Ann., State Finance and Procurement Article, Title 18, and the regulations proposed by the Commissioner of Labor and Industry (Commissioner).  The Living Wage generally applies to a Contractor or Subcontractor who performs work on a State contract for services that is valued at $100,000 or more.  An employee is subject to the Living Wage if he/she is at least 18 years old or will turn 18 during the duration of the contract; works at least 13 consecutive weeks on the State Contract and spends at least one-half of the employee’s time during any work week on the State Contract.

The Living Wage Law does not apply to:

A Contractor who:

(a)
Has a State contract for services valued at less than $100,000, or

Employs 10 or fewer employees and has a State contract for services valued at less than $500,000.

Employs 10 or fewer employees and performs work on a State contract for services valued at less than $500,000, or

(c)
Performs work for a Contractor not covered by the Living Wage Law as defined in B(1)(b) above, or B(3) or C below.

(3)
Service contracts for the following:

(a)
Services with a Public Service Company;

(b)
Services with a nonprofit organization;

(c)
Services with an officer or other entity that is in the Executive Branch of the State government and is authorized by law to enter into a procurement (“Unit”); or

(d)
Services between a Unit and a County or Baltimore City.

C.
If the Unit responsible for the State contract for services determines that application of the Living Wage would conflict with any applicable Federal program, the Living Wage does not apply to the contract or program.

D.
A Contractor must not split or subdivide a State contract for services, pay an employee through a third party, or treat an employee as an independent Contractor or assign work to employees to avoid the imposition of any of the requirements of Md. Code Ann., State Finance and Procurement Article, Title 18.

E.
Each Contractor/Subcontractor, subject to the Living Wage Law, shall post in a prominent and easily accessible place at the work site(s) of covered employees a notice of the Living Wage Rates, employee rights under the law, and the name, address, and telephone number of the Commissioner.

F.
The Commissioner shall adjust the wage rates by the annual average increase or decrease, if any, in the Consumer Price Index for all urban consumers for the Washington/Baltimore metropolitan area, or any successor index, for the previous calendar year, not later than 90 days after the start of each fiscal year.  The Commissioner shall publish any adjustments to the wage rates on the Division of Labor and Industry’s website.  An employer subject to the Living Wage Law must comply with the rate requirements during the initial term of the contract and all subsequent renewal periods, including any increases in the wage rate, required by the Commissioner, automatically upon the effective date of the revised wage rate.

G.
A Contractor/Subcontractor who reduces the wages paid to an employee based on the employer’s share of the health insurance premium, as provided in Md. Code Ann., State Finance and Procurement Article, §18-103(c), shall not lower an employee’s wage rate below the minimum wage as set in Md. Code Ann., Labor and Employment Article, §3-413.  A Contractor/Subcontractor who reduces the wages paid to an employee based on the employer’s share of health insurance premium shall comply with any record reporting requirements established by the Commissioner.

H.
A Contractor/Subcontractor may reduce the wage rates paid under Md. Code Ann., State Finance and Procurement Article, §18-103(a), by no more than 50 cents of the hourly cost of the employer’s contribution to an employee’s deferred compensation plan.  A Contractor/Subcontractor who reduces the wages paid to an employee based on the employer’s contribution to an employee’s deferred compensation plan shall not lower the employee’s wage rate below the minimum wage as set in Md. Code Ann., Labor and Employment Article, §3-413.

A Summary of Certain Federal Fund Requirements and Restrictions

1.
Form and rule enclosed: 18 U.S.C. 1913 and Section 1352 of P.L. 101-121 require that all prospective and present sub-grantees (this includes all levels of funding) who receive more than $100,000 in federal funds must submit the form “Certification Against Lobbying.”  It assures, generally, that recipients will not lobby federal entities with federal funds, and that, as is required, they will disclose other lobbying on form SF- LLL.

2. 
Form and instructions enclosed: “Form LLL, Disclosure of Lobbying Activities” must be submitted by those receiving more than $100,000 in federal funds, to disclose any lobbying of federal entities (a) with profits from federal contracts or (b) funded with nonfederal funds.

3.
Form and summary of Act enclosed:  Sub-recipients of federal funds on any level must complete a “Certification Regarding Environmental Tobacco Smoke,” required by Public Law 103-227, the Pro-Children Act of 1994.  Such law prohibits smoking in any portion of any indoor facility owned or leased or contracted for regular provision of health, day care, early childhood development, education, or library services for children under the age of 18. Section 503 of the Rehabilitation Act of 1973, as amended, requires recipients to take affirmative action to employ and advance in employment qualified disabled people.  An affirmative action program must be prepared and maintained by all contractors with 50 or more employees and one or more federal contracts of $50,000 or more.

For any education program, as required by Title IX of the Education Amendments of 1972, there may be no discrimination on the basis of sex.

H)
For research projects, a form for Protection of Human Subjects (Assurance/ Certification/ Declaration) should be completed by each level funded, assuring that either: (1) there are no human subjects involved, or that (2) an Institutional Review Board (IRB) has given its formal approval before human subjects are involved in research. [This is normally done during the application process rather than after the award is made, as with other assurances and certifications.]

THIS NON-DISCLOSURE AGREEMENT (“Agreement”) is made by and between the State of Maryland (the “State”), acting by and through St. Mary’s County Department of Social Services (the “Department”), and 
RECITALS

WHEREAS, the Contractor has been awarded a contract (the “Contract”) following the solicitation for After Hours Crisis Line Solicitation # SMCDSSCWS/17-002-S; and

WHEREAS, in order for the Contractor to perform the work required under the Contract, it will be necessary for the State at times to provide the Contractor and the Contractor’s employees, agents, and subcontractors (collectively the “Contractor’s Personnel”) with access to certain information the State deems confidential information (the “Confidential Information”).

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of being given access to the Confidential Information in connection with the solicitation and the Contract, and for other good and valuable consideration, the receipt and sufficiency of which the parties acknowledge, the parties do hereby agree as follows:

Regardless of the form, format, or media on or in which the Confidential Information is provided and regardless of whether any such Confidential Information is marked as such, Confidential Information means (1) any and all information provided by or made available by the State to the Contractor in connection with the Contract and (2) any and all Personally Identifiable Information (PII) (including but not limited to personal information as defined in Md. Ann. Code, State Govt. §10-1301) and Protected Health Information (PHI) that is provided by a person or entity to the Contractor in connection with this Contract. Confidential Information includes, by way of example only, information that the Contractor views, takes notes from, copies (if the State agrees in writing to permit copying), possesses or is otherwise provided access to and use of by the State in relation to the Contract.

Contractor shall not, without the State’s prior written consent, copy, disclose, publish, release, transfer, disseminate, use, or allow access for any purpose or in any form, any Confidential Information except for the sole and exclusive purpose of performing under the Contract.
