PURPOSE:

This Information Memorandum outlines the mailing procedure now being used by the Central Distribution Center for sending the appropriate application to Medical Assistance MAIL-IN CUSTOMERS.  Since November 19, 1999 the Central Distribution Center (CDC) has been able to identify and send the appropriate application and notice for Mail-In Redetermination customers.   

INFORMATION:
Previous procedures did not allow CDC to identify specific program applications for mail-in redeterminations.  Consequently each mail-in customer received the DHR/FIA 9701,

the Eligibility Determination Document (EDD) used for the general population.
