Dear Prospective Bidders: 

This amendment is being issued to amend certain information in the above-named IFB.  All information contained herein is binding on all Bidders who respond to this IFB.  A specific part of the IFB has been amended.  The change is listed below.  New language has been double underlined and marked in bold (i.e. word), and language that has been deleted has been marked with a strikethrough (i.e. word). 

1. Revise IFB Subsection 1.2(jj) as follows:

jj.
Sample Collector – An individual certified by AABB as an AABB-trained sample collector for relationship testing purposes or an individual trained to the AABB standards for a certified sample collector.

2. Revise IFB Subsection 3.3.3.2(c) as follows:

(c)
The Contractor and any relevant subcontractor(s) shall test the contingency/disaster recovery plans at least twice annually to identify any changes that need to be made to the plan(s) to ensure a minimum interruption of service. Coordination shall be made with the State to ensure limited system downtime when testing is conducted. At least one annual test shall include backup media restoration and failover / fallback operations.
3. Delete IFB Subsection 3.4.5 as follows:

3.4.5
The Contractor shall require that any subcontractors providing primary services (as opposed to non-critical, ancillary services) under this Contract obtain and maintain the same levels of insurance and shall provide the State Project Manager with the same documentation as is required of the Contractor.
4. Remove Attachment J (Non-Disclosure Agreement) provided on 6/17/2015 and replace it with Attachment J (revised) provided on 7/14/2015.
